The academic results have always been higher than the University results.

Research is an integral part of teaching. 25 faculty members are Ph.D. Guides. Many faculty members are 

working on Major and Minor Research Projects and have published a number of research papers and 

authored books. 25 Patents (19 Published and 06 Awarded) have been contributed by the Faculty 

Members. Dr. Aanand Dharmadhikari, Dr. Ankita Malpani, Dr. Rinky Rajwani from Degree College, and 

Dr. Kiran Patil from Junior College have been awarded Ph.D. Degree.  

The performance of students is excellent in extra-curricular activities including NCC, NSS, Sports, etc. 

The College NCC Units have bagged the Vice Chancellor's banner for 12 times out of 20 for being best 

NCC Unit of UoM. Our cadets participate in Republic Day Camp, Thal Sainik Camp and All India Nau 

Sainik Camp regularly. 

The College ranked 4th in sports (30 Gold, 13 Silver and 12 Bronze) in UoM (2018-19).  28 students have 

represented the college at National Level and won One Gold, Five Silver and One Bronze medals. The 

management provides financial support to the students for participating at International and National 

Level. The College provides Tuition fee concession to needy students in addition to scholarships / freeships 

by Government. 

The College has been granted ‘Autonomous Status’ by UGC and UoM from 2018 - 19. 

The COVID-19 lockdown came with a different set of concerns as the college has schedule the 

examinations for Semester IV and Semester VI examination. The classroom teaching was ongoing for 

first year and for PG classes with 80% of the syllabus being already taught. But the lectures were 

dismissed, and examinations were postponed till further notice from 16th March, 2020. There was feeling 

of uncertainty and put hold to future for the entire world in general and final year students in specific. The 

college had to address the challenges where some students without reliable internet access and/or 

technology struggled to participate in digital learning.  

The College Management and Authorities took this challenge as opportunity to continue teaching learning 

process through the extensive use of e-learning platform. The college has subscribed for Microsoft Teams 

and had scheduled Training Sessions for the faculty Members (from 15th April to 31st April 2020). Hence, 

the transition in teaching modalities from offline to online was smooth.  

Microsoft 365 included free MS Tools to work, learn, organize, and connect with students like • MS 

Office • OneDrive • Outlook • SharePoint • Microsoft Forms • Microsoft Teams • Microsoft Edge. By 

integrating with Microsoft 365, all students and faculty were able to access cloud storage, integrated 

email and calendaring, mobile apps, and collaborative chat, calling and learning via Online Platform of 
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MS Teams. 

Regular meetings, Special Task Team for training teachers and students was formed, Daily Review and 

Feedback Mechanism was implemented. The college came up with the action plan to settle concerns of 

the students and continue the teaching on online mode. All the guidelines issued by the University of 

Mumbai, UGC and Government of Maharashtra were implemented for Teaching, Learning and 

Evaluation after the declaration of lockdown.  

Faculty Members connected with students and explained the importance of health. Student Survey was 

conducted to understand the availability of devices, wifi connectivity or internet connectivity, and the 

current location of the students. Webinars was organized to spread awareness about the pandemic, inspire 

and instill positive attitude amongst the faculty members and the students.

Eminent Doctors from the ‘Task Force Team of KDMC’ & Renowned Doctors were invited during 2 Day 

webinar on ‘Awareness and Preventive Measures to fight COVID-19 spread in our Area’. Around 22000 

participants attended the webinar through Live Telecast on You Tube Channel, Facebook Webpage and 

Live Event on MS Teams. 

The College organized Webinars in association with Mpower on various topics to provide professional 

psychological counselling to students for various mental concerns like fear, depression, eating disorders, 

etc. from 6th June, 2020. College in association with Mpower launched Tollfree Number for students, 

parents, faculty and staff with unlimited access on 17th August, 2020. The services are absolutely 

confidential and calls are answered by experienced psychologist. 

Reference Material was shared with the students on MS Teams in the form of Power point Presentation, 

Lecture Notes, Blogs written by Faculty Members, problem sheet for practical subjects like accountancy, 

mathematics, etc.  

Revision Lectures were conducted on MS Teams for final year students of UG and PG. Online Lectures 

were supported by creation of e-content which was shared with the students. E-content was uploaded in 

the subject of mathematics on the YouTube Channel of the faculty member.  

Training sessions on soft skills, personality development, alternate career guidance, image enhancement 

and interview techniques were organized by the Placement Cell. 

MS Quiz Forms were shared with the students to prepare them for MCQ Based Online Examination. 

Practical Examinations and Project Work Evaluation were also arranged and completed online on MS 

Teams platform. Sample MCQs were prepared and published on the College website and circulated 

among the students, to develop the awareness about exam pattern amongst UG Sem VI & PG Sem IV 

Students. Mock Sessions were conducted on the online examination application subscribed by the college 

for the conduct of examinations. The College has signed an agreement with SchoolGuru Eduserve Pvt. 

Ltd.-Mumbai for the conduct of online examination. The examinations were conducted during 25th 

September,2020 to 17th October ,2020 for the Academic Year 2019-20. 

The UGC has issued guidelines to begin new academic session from the month of August 2020 and for 

first year from September 2020. 
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Outcome: 

The education has changed significantly with the distinctive rise of e-learning, whereby teaching is 

undertaken remotely and on digital platforms. A wave of Digital Literacy can be witnessed amongst 

faculty members and students, which will definitely make the way out for Blended Learning Model in the 

Future. More than 7000 students (Degree College) and 190 Faculty Members are using this new normal 

mode of Online Teaching Learning and Evaluation.

Forensics, Business Management & Entrepreneurial Development and Financial Market & Trading

the august hands of Smt. Neerja ji Birla on 17th February 2021 and has been instrumental in providing 

mental health care to the staff and students reeling under the impact of the Covid-19 pandemic.
